The variety of resources and the planning I put into this lesson allowed me to feel really comfortable in the class and confident in what I was teaching, therefore engaging and more enjoyable for the students. I was really happy with my VA for the class and how the students seemed to use them and find them interesting 

3 things i would change or improve on :
On what I could improve on I do think I need to stick more to my lesson plan. At certain times I didn't really know what stage I was supposed to be at in my lesson because I had overlooked a time estimation, I think catering my lesson plan to make it easier to read and easier to engage with for myself might help me keep on track . I think more definitions on key words rather than relying on myself to relay the definition, making a key word sheet to give the students could help this. Using more purposeful questioning and ensuring it links to the specific content for that class, I think writing down my questions on a separate sheet I can bring around the class with me might be useful.

	Using Boud’s Triangle of Reflection:
During the completion of my student based learning activity the students were delayed in beginning these group work based activities, therefore resulting in not enough time being left for an evaluation of learning. This impacted my ability to be able to successfully gather whether the students had grasped today's intricate concepts  and it meant I didn't recognise their effort and work and also did not allow for myself to confidently say I completed today's learning intentions fully. To combat this in future classes i will be building in a specific prioritised time in my lesson plans to complete an evaluation of work or even better allow for students to self-asses possibly using a rubric or specific  written criteria   

My use of VA, handouts, worksheets and level of preparation allowed me to feel more relaxed and calm in the class consequently allowed me to show more of my personality and create a nice welcoming learning environment where I can build good rapport with my students. In future I would continue this approach of trying to the best of my ability to be prepared and have multiple handouts and resources ready for the students to foster the learning environment and put my own teaching at ease

When explaining the construction process of a portal dolmen to the students I found they didn't fully understand the building process, therefore they couldn't exactly explain the process to someone else . To rectify this in future when discussing a complex process I would include more visual explanations be that in the form of a video or a series of photographs. I feel for myself it would be easier to teach sucha complex topic with more visual resources for the future.

	The practical element went really well- In this lesson the students completed a practical element as part of an activity to explore the carvings on the kerb stones that surrounded the passage tomb of newgrange. To do this the students used clay and carved the geometric designs into it, they were highly engaged asking me questions about the carvings and recalling how the stones would have been bigger and harder to carve into. By doing this they learned about the geometric designs in a fun and memorable way, in future I will definitely consider how to bring more practical elements into the classes to maintain interest and put the skills they are learning about into practice 

During my previous lesson I had found even with the explanations, key words and images they students could still find the information specifically around structures difficult to process, therefore in this lesson I took more time to slowly go through the slides and explaining each area and physically with a whiteboard marker labelling the images with key words and drawing with whiteboard markers smaller diagrams on the board to emphasis elements of the structure and break it down.Allowing the students to add those diagrams to notes and process the formation of the structure more clearly. I found this worked really well in this lesson and when questioned the students could easily answer my questions using keywords and explaining key techniques fluidly. 


In relation to their framework understanding I have been assigning homework for them to create a note cycle categorising the 6 elements within the framework of Artist and Artwork, Innovations and Inventions, Media and Areas of Practise, Analysis, AEDP’s and Context using the notes that i have compiled and information and notes gathered in class. However I feel I could be more clear during lessons by categorising the areas in which I speak about. In my powerpoint I have labelled the slides in the framework elements however I think the students would benefit from me staring at the beginning of each slide which area this could go into. They do have very good comprehension of the definitions behind the framework elements however are struggling to categories the new information, therefore moving forward if i state the catrorgie and discuss is was a class they could benefit from this

If assigning an essay again I would definitely do lesson plans in class to allow them to have a more concrete awareness of the layout and possibly even a sample essay to showcase the creative, critical and analytical language that a visual studies essay must entail.

	In this lesson I felt it could have been done with a practical art element to break up the content for the students, this class involved a lot of writing, discussion and intense understanding of difficult processes such as the lost wax method. Even with myself including videos, handouts, think, pairs and shares it's still a lot. I think the students would benefit from a practical evelemt in the class to assist their learning in an unconventional  way. Going forward where possible I’m going to start introducing more practical art elements as a means of exploring or understanding processes and affirm the learning of the process through questioning. In the next class we are going to be exploring how repousse would have worked and test the process on tin foil to understand the technique.

I do feel like the class could have more assessment types, I have given an essay and they came back with very good comprehension of the time. I just need more direction around writing the actual essays- which I'm incorporating into their next lesson. I assess the learning through questioning and think pair shares mainly however I need to be incorporating more  assessment of learning. I aim to incorporate paragraph writing in the next few lessons and possibly worksheets for homework which would allow me to effectively assess their learning and understanding in the form they are going to be completing their exam in. Also by hearing Marguerite Redmonds lecture on marking schemes I also feel more confident in marking my students' essays and have a better understanding of the actual exams and what the examiner is looking for and therefore feel more competent to teach my students about the exam correctly and assess their learning.

	In this lesson I felt like I was trying to fit too much information into one lesson , I was trying to give students new knowledge, practical elements and give feedback from their essays. I think it impacted the lesson because they students may have felt like they were being rushed through content, however I did try to ensure by giving homework that the students would create a familiarity and understanding of the artefacts from today's class and i'm planning on going back through the bronze age artefacts in the next lesson as  a recap lesson. In future I would set aside a class to give feedback to students by assigning them worksheets/ paragraphs or illustrations to  work on while I discussed the essays with individual students, Instead I felt the end of the lesson was rushed by trying to ensure other students were working and allocating time to discuss feedback with students.

Reflecting on this lesson I feel some of the students may need a recap and consolidation of all the bronze age artefacts and processes, as some of the students are getting a little confused about the artefacts and how they are made. This could mean I need to recap more effectively about the process and techniques involved in creation of these artefacts to ensure all students have a good knowledge and understanding. To do this I may consider creating a group work activity that allows students to fully consider the visual studies framework effectively to in future aid and support their essay answers. As it is clear that many students have an understanding however it could be nore fluid and direct.

We had a class discussion and reflected on the past few weeks together, assessing the learning that had taken place we talked through and named artefacts they had studied and areas of context and innovations that they remembered.  I then asked the students to reflect on the last few weeks and list a few areas on a sticky note to inform our recap/ reflective class next week. I wanted to ensure the students felt seen on their learning journey and ensure they are actively engaging in their own educational needs- majority of them said a little more preparation around the essay structuring would be helpful. In my next and last lesson with them we will be going through essay structure and working on paragraphs and incorporating keywords into their work to aid in their summer exams the next week.


During this lesson, I found the use of group work very beneficial in this class. After completing their notes I assigned the students in groups - 1 student slightly weaker and 1 slightly stronger to complete a worksheet corresponding to the artefacts covered in today's lesson. By allowing them to work together in groups of 3 the students could bounce ideas off of each other and enhance their knowledge through discussion before completing their worksheet which will be turned into notes for their classmates next week. I found by giving the students this responsibility to provide string notes for their peers motivated them to enagage and work hard.

	In this lesson the students had requested as a part of our revision class today in preparation for their visual studies exam that we revised how to break down essays. I felt by doing this (whole class activity) activity together as a class with my guidance it would be most beneficial to them all. I showcased a bronze age visual studies question and as a class using some cross-curricular links with reference to their structure for an english essay the students broke the question down into an essay plan. Ensuring I highlighted the keywords and asked the students to explain the keywords in the question to me to ensure they had full understanding of what the question asked. I felt like the students really engaged in this activity by working as a class to break down and understand the structure that I didn't feel many got the first time around. In future visual studies classes on any subject I would definitely do this activity again possibly to allow students from the beginning of 5th year to be able to break down the  wordings of exam questions. I felt it allowed students to become vulnerable and comfortable enough to express a confusion about a word or how you would do something. 

I felt very impressed with the students' growth over the past few months from being very quiet and not as fuelled with their visual studies to attendance improving and students with weaker attendance and ability showing up asking for help and wanting to understand. Students began to become aware of each other and their classmates' opinions, some I felt really came out of themselves and engaged socially and academically in their visual studies class. I felt a want for improvement and motivation and to me that meant a lot. To have students engage, want to improve and like coming to art class was incredible. This class very much showed me the reason and meaning of building good rapport with your students adn how it can really alter the atmosphere of the classes 
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
